ABO and/or Rh Incompatible Bone Marrow

Transplant Transfusion Restrictions
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1. ABO and/or Rh incompatible transplant recipients will be supported with blood products following these restrictions during the pre-transplant conditioning regimen and during the post-transplant period.

2. Use any ABO group for platelet support for adults. Use plasma-compatible products for peds.

3. FFP transfused to neutralize offending isohemagglutinin(s).

4. BM product plasma-depleted, no FFP neutralization required.

5. Rh pos products used beginning on  the day of transplant.

6. Rh neg, platelets, first choice.  If only Rh pos platelets available, consult Medical Director/Clinical Pathology resident for Rh immunoglobulin doses.

7. Begin using Rh neg red cells during the pre-transplant conditioning regimen and during the post-transplant period.
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
